Stakeholder Meeting Questions/Answers

Bimonthly (BM) MTC reports are required for all ongoing indemnity payments.
1. What is start date on BMs for permanent disability?  We have decided to use the benefit period start date for permanent disability filings.

2. Who sets the fines?  Commissioner of the DWC
3. How much are the fines?  $100 - $1,000 per violation per statute.  The fines go to 920 Fund per KRS 342.920 to ensure payment of benefits to defaulted self-Insurers prior to 1992.  This is administered by Workers’ Compensation Funding Commission.
4. Is March 28, 2011 the date for all BMs?  Yes.  
5. Are BM reports required for permanent partial disability payments with injury dates prior to 3/28/2011?  No
6. Is each claim a violation or is it per filing?  Per filing is a violation.
7. Temporary benefit issue date or start date?  Benefit period start date shall be utilized for scrutinizing the data.
8. For sweep BMs is there a penalty for using first payment?  Analysis is based on subsequent payments.
9. Why should we file BM reports with the DWC?  What is done with report?  Used to answer questions from policy makers; Validates carrier’s payment to workers’ in the event of UFC filing.
10. What if payment is sent in early?  It is accepted.  
11. What MTC suspension code is used with PPD suspension?  S7.  No statute letter will be generated.  
12. Is the MTC Employer Paid (EP) required?  Yes
13. Hard to get EPs – How does it affect timeliness to carriers?  EPs are not scrutinized.  The carrier has leverage with employer.
14. When employers want to pay more, how is it reported?    Use base salary on TTD payment and report as usual.  
15. Salary continuation – use TTD rate for reporting purposes?  Yes it is ok to do so. Salary Continuation is greater than TTD.  
16. What are the reporting requirements on Temporary Partial Disability?  Kentucky does not do TPD.
17. Use award order date to measure timeliness?  The award order date is not an EDI controlling event for measuring BM reports.  
18. How are FROIs under investigation reported?  As a FROI UI MTC.  You may use a late reason code of L7 for late investigation on the froi 00, 04 or AU.  
19. Where is timely filing information located?  On EDI section of web page http://www.labor.ky.gov/workersclaims/Pages/EDI.aspx .
20. When will the timeliness reports begin again for 00s, Initial payments and suspensions?   We are beginning to run these reports.
21. Have filing requirements for TTD changed from Release 1.0 to Release 3.0?  No.
